Program Abstract: 

Scientific research has concluded that the human brain continues to develop until about the age of 25. For youth who fall victim to the disease of addiction, there is added urgency to get them into treatment before drugs and alcohol impede the brain’s development and cause serious, lifelong consequences. This episode will examine environmental and/or biological factors that can lead to addiction, how drugs and alcohol can affect a youth’s development, and the role of modern technology (e.g., social networking, texting) in both addiction and treatment for youth. Also, it will stress the importance of education, highlight treatment programs that are tailored to youth, and discuss the roles of various sectors in society (e.g., family, law enforcement, schools) in ensuring a youth’s chances for sustained, long-term recovery.

Key Questions: 

· How many youth (aged 12–17) and young adults (aged 18–25) have a substance dependence or abuse problem?

· When do youth start using alcohol or illicit drugs and how does age at first use relate to substance use disorders later in life?

· What are the factors in life that place a young person at greater risk of using alcohol or illicit drugs?
· What approaches to treatment and recovery are effective for youth with substance use disorders?

· What are some of the important recovery support services that youth need? 
· What should parents look for in seeking a treatment program for an adolescent? What questions should they ask?

· What are the most effective strategies for preventing youth from developing a substance use disorder?
